   Thank you for  request ing a Food vendor  appl icat ion for  Oak Al ley Plantat ion’s 18th Annual Spr ing Arts and Crafts 
Fest ival Set  for  March 28th and 29th, 2009.  I f you would l ike a craft  vendor  or  snack food vendor  appl icat ion, or  i f you 
feel  you received this appl icat ion in er ror , or  wish to be removed from our  mail ing l ist , please call  us at  1-800-442-5539. 

  We have made i t  our  mission to cont inue to have a high qual i ty Fest ival.  Food vendors wi l l  be st r i ct l y  l i m i t ed t o 
t h r ee i t ems for  sale, which must  be approved by the jury.  I f you sel l  meat  pitas, each different  kind of meat  pita you 
intend to sel l  const i tutes another  i tem.  You can sel l  beef, pork and chicken pitas, but  nothing else.  No two vendors wi l l  
be al lowed to sell  the same i tem.  As usual, we wil l  have “secret  shoppers” out  in ful l-force.  We wi l l  also be visi t ing each 
booth with approved vendors’ appl icat ion in hand. Anyone attempt ing to sel l  i tems that  are not  l isted or  pre-approved 
wil l  be asked to remove the i tems from the booth.  Non-compliance wi l l  exclude you from par t icipat ion in future events 
at  Oak Al ley, and possibly force you to be removed from the current  show.  I n the event  of rainy weather  or  wet  
grounds, our  haul ing in may be l imited or  non existent .  The condit ion of the grounds are our  fi rst  pr ior i ty. 

 

   We are excited about  our  ever  growing Fest ival .  Beginning Apr i l  1, 2008 al l  appl icat ions received wil l  be jur ied on a 
fi rst  come fi rst  serve basis, pending approval from the jury, booths wi l l  be assigned accordingly.  We do fi l l  up quickly, 
so don’t  wait !  I f you have any quest ions, comments or  suggest ions, please feel free to cal l  me.

L ocat i on  
The Fest ival is held on the grounds of the Nat ional  
Histor ic Landmark proper ty of Oak Alley Plantat ion in 
Vacher ie, LA. Located just  1 hour  from New Or leans or  
Baton Rouge, we are located 14 mi les off I nterstate 10 
on the Great  River  Road. 
 

Boot h  Space 
Food spaces are 12’ x 22’. Al l  food vendors are located 
underneath a tent  (provided by Oak Al ley) along a    
single row. Al l  booths have a serving counter  included. 
Food vendors are not  al lowed to set  up tents behind 
this area. Al l  contents of booths (tables, chairs, signs, 
etc.) must  be furnished by purveyor. Every effor t  wi l l  be 
made to honor  specific locat ion requests.  

Fees 
The charge for  a booth is $300.00 . No commission is 
charged on sales. The booth fee is returned i f your  ap-
pl icat ion is not  accepted. An  accept ed appl i cat i on  i s 
a commi t men t  t o t he show  and no r efund w i l l  be 
made for  cancel lat i ons (no except i ons). No fee wil l  
be refunded due to inclement  weather. Sublet t ing of 
booth space is not  al lowed. 
 

Food Vendor  Clean-Up Deposi t  
A deposit  of $100.00 is col lected from each food vendor  
upon arr ival to the Fest ival  grounds. After  the Fest ival 
has ended, your  booth wil l  be inspected for  cleanl iness. 
Deposits wi l l  be immediately returned to those vendors 
in good standing who have proper ly disposed of al l  
t rash and leave their  space in the same condit ion they 
found i t . Vendors who leave before the Fest ival ending 
t imes are not  considered to be in good standing. 
 

 
 

Elect r i ci t y  
Elect r ici ty is available, at  an addit ional charge, for  food 
preparat ion and serving of food within your  booth    
dur ing Fest ival hours. I t  i s not  avai lable for          
per sonal  use af t er  Fest i val  hour s. Vendors must  
provide their  own 100 ft . extension cord. “Shar ing”   
elect r ici ty is prohibited. No gas-powered generators are 
al lowed on Fest ival grounds. Pr ices (per  booth) are as 
fol lows: 

 A   $65.00 for  2-110 volt  duplex (4 plug-ins) 
 B   $65.00 for  1 - 220 vol t  out let  (1 plug-ins) 
 Vendors using more amperage than allocated (causing 

the breaker to t r ip) wi l l  be required to purchase addi-
t ional elect r ici ty. 

 

No Deadl i ne 
Applicat ions wil l  be jur ied on a fi rst  come first  serve 
basis and upon approval from the jury, booth spaces 
wil l  be assigned.  Because of the popular i ty of the fest i -
val  there wi l l  be no deadl ine.  We wi l l  fi l l  up quickly, so 
don’t  wait  to apply!  Al l  appl icat ions not  accepted by the 
jury  commit tee wi l l  receive a ful l  refund. 
 

M ot or -H ome Accommodat i ons 
Vendors in sel f-contained motor-homes are 
welcome to park at  no charge.  Exact  locat ions are de-
termined by Oak Al ley staff.  Spaces for  motor-homes 
needing elect r ici ty (water  hook-ups not  available) are 
available but  l imited.  The fee is $25.00 per  night  and 
vendors must  br ing at  least  one 100 ft . extension cord. 

 

I ce 
We wi l l  have ice available to food vendors the weekend 
of the Fest ival  for  $2.00 per  bag at  the Coke stand in 
the Food Cour t .

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An independent  anonymous Jury Commit tee is assembled to review applicat ions. Exhibitors deemed to best  
reflect  creat ivi ty, qual i ty and or iginal i ty are selected to par t icipate. Select ion is made on the basis of appl icant ’s 
COMPLETE descr ipt ion of i tems and procedures used as wel l  a descr ipt ion of packaging. In an effor t  to main-
tain a balanced show, we reserve the r ight  to l imit  the number of exhibitors in each category. 

1. Al l  pu r veyor s shal l  be r equ i r ed, upon  acceptance of  t hei r  appl i cat i on , to submi t  a  cer t i f i cate of            
i nsu r ance by Febr uar y 1, 2009 wi th  a mi n i mum cover age of  $100,000.00 Gener al  L i abi l i t y and Pr oduct  
cover age and wi l l  hol d Oak  Al l ey Pl an tat i on  har ml ess for  any cl a i ms ar i si ng f r om the ser vi ce of  food 
pr oducts. The purveyor  must  agree to abide by al l  regulat ions of the Board of Health relat ive to the preparat ion, 
storage, handl ing and serving of foods. 

2. Al l  purveyors must  pr ov i de a f i r e ext i ngu i sher . 

3. Fest ival hours are from 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. on Saturday, and 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Sunday. Set  up t ime on 
Fr iday, March 7th wi l l  be 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, March 8th. You must  
check in at  the regist rat ion booth pr ior  to set t ing up to pick up your  parking permit , t rai ler  tags and other          
information for  the weekend. 

4. Gates wil l  open to exhibi tors at  7:00 a.m. on Saturday and 7:30 a.m. on Sunday of the Fest ival. Secur i ty wi l l  be 
provided from 7:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. both Fr iday and Saturday nights. 

5. The $350.00 non-refundable ent ry fee secures a 12© by 22© booth.  Please make checks/money orders payable to 
OAK ALLEY FOUNDATION. (Please indicate Arts &  Crafts Fest ival  on check or  money order). No deposits wil l  
be accepted - exhibitors must  pay in ful l  to secure their  booth. Elect r ici ty and motor-home accommodat ions are 
available at  an addit ional charge and must  be requested and paid for  at  the t ime of applicat ion. No changes wil l  be 
made the weekend of the Fest ival. 

6. On ly  your  t h r ee appr oved food i t ems w i l l  be al low ed t o be ser ved.  No dupl icat ion of food i tems wi l l  be   
permit ted.  Any type of dr ink (tea, soft  dr inks, water , alcohol etc.) wil l  not  be al lowed to be sold from your  booth, 
unless pre-approved. 

7. Al l  appl icat ions must  be submit ted to Oak Al ley Foundat ion for  approval. Oak Al ley Plantat ion reserves the r ight  
to refuse space to appl icants for  any reason, including not  meet ing proper quali ficat ions for fest ival par t icipat ion. 
Refunds of payment  wil l  be made only to appl icants not  accepted for  par t icipat ion. No food ser v i ce or  adver t i s-
i ng w i l l  be al l ow ed ou t si de you r  boot h .  

8. Shar ing elect r icity and gas-powered generators are str ict ly prohibi ted on Fest ival  grounds. 

9. Running water  wi l l  be available. No dumping of food or  grease wil l  be al lowed in garbage containers, di tch or  
ground.  We wil l  provide the proper  container  for  disposal of oi l  throughout  the weekend. Oak Al ley wil l  provide a 
garbage bin behind the food area, you are responsible for  put t ing al l  ful l  garbage bags in the bin.  Our  staff wi l l  
not  do this for  you. Empty your  t rash cans before they become too ful l , this way i t  wil l  be easier  to carry to the bin. 

10. We wi l l  reserve one parking space behind each food booth for  food vendors to park  one vehicle (t rai lers, t rucks, 
etc.).  Al l  other  vehicles should be parked in designated parking area adjacent  to Food Cour t  si te. Each booth wi l l  
be given eight  name badges in their  packets that  wil l  serve as admission to the fest ival that  weekend for  workers. 
Addit ional workers must  pay regular  admission. 

11. Oak  Al ley Plan t at i on  r eser ves t he r i gh t  t o mak e changes t o t he boot h  layou t   at  any t i me. 

12. This is an outdoor  show.  Oak Alley provides shelter  for  food vendors, but  purveyors must  provide their  own tables, 
chairs, signs and al l  suppl ies such as tape, scissors etc.  We are not  a bank and cannot  provide cash or  change dur-
ing the Fest ival. 

13. Exhibitors are responsible for  paying state (4%) and par ish (3.5%) sales tax.  We wil l  supply you with the proper  
forms and you are responsible for  fi l ing them. 

14. No pets or  animals are al lowed on grounds. 

15. A few weeks pr ior  to the Fest ival , each exhibi tor  wil l  receive an informat ion packet  containing booth assignment , 
map, promot ional l i terature, hotel  l ist ings and set -up and tear-down procedure informat ion.   
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Purveyor  by this applicat ion submits that  he/she wi l l  sel l  ONL Y the fol lowing TH REE items.

Each appl icant must l ist separately each dish that he/ she wi l l  sel l .  Oak Al ley Foundation wi l l  al low no          
dupl ication of food i tems and reserves the r ight to determine what consti tutes a “dupl icate” i tem.  No food i tems 
wi l l  be considered unti l  al l  monies are received.  Side i tems must be included wi th main dish, or  wi l l  be          
considered a main dish in i tsel f.  Pr oof  of  i nsu r ance i s r equ i r ed no l a ter  than  Febr uar y 1, 2009.  A     
minimum amount of $100,000.00 Gener a l  L i abi l i t y a l ong wi th  Pr oduct  cover age is requi red.  Oak Al ley 
Foundation also requests that i t be named as an addi tional  insured on your  pol icy.  I f a cer ti ficate of insurance is 
not received by the deadl ine, your  booth wi l l  be released and appl ication fees refunded. Oak Al ley also reserves 
the r ight to make changes to the booth layout.

Each applicat ion is reviewed by a panel of anonymous judges compr ised of exper ienced fest ival planners. Oak 
Alley Plantat ion holds ©NO FAULT© i f your  work is not  chosen to par t icipate. Oak Al ley  reserves the r ight  to 
remove unsuitable works at  any t ime, including work NOT l isted on applicat ion dur ing  review or  quest ionable 
work of any nature. I f this is the case, your booth fee wil l  not  be returned. A completed and accepted applicat ion 
is a contract  to exhibit  and abide by al l  rules and regulat ions set  for th in this appl icat ion and subsequent  not i fi-
cat ions. By complet ing this cont ract , exhibi tor  agrees to hold Oak Al ley Plantat ion Staff and i ts volunteers 
harmless for  any and al l  losses, expenses, demands and claims against  Oak Al ley Plantat ion, sustained or  al-
leged to have been sustained in connect ion with or  to have ar isen out  of or  result ing from any act ivi t ies related 
to the 2009 Spr ing Oak Alley Plantat ion Ar ts &  Crafts Fest ival . Exhibi tor  cer t i fies that  the informat ion given is 
t rue and correct  and agrees to the Fest ival  Informat ion and Rules and Regulat ions.
