Enclosed is a Snack Food vendor application for Oak Alley Plantation’s 18th Annual Spring Arts and Crafts Festival set for
March 28th and 29th, 2009. |f you wish to be considered for either a craft booth or food booth, please contact us so that
we may send you the proper application and paperwork. If you feel that you received this application in error, or wish to be
removed from our application mailing list, please call us at 1-800-442-5539.

We have made it our mission to continue to have a high quality Festival. Each vendor islimited to displaying/selling items from
no more than two categoriestoeliminate cluttered and unorganized booths. For example, a vendor may wish to exhibit a snack
food item and ceramic pottery for serving, but not more than that. We found that some vendors were simply trying to cram too
many different items into one booth. We are also committed to eliminating buy/sell items from the Festival! Our application states
that only handcrafted, original items are allowed to be sold by exhibitors. For our Snack Food vendors, this means your items must
be made by you, not someone else, or not purchased by you then packaged to be sold as yours.. All vendors’ items will be juried by
a knowledgeable, independent jury committee. During the Festival, our “secret shoppers” will be out in full-force. We will also be
visiting each booth with approved vendors’ applications in hand. Anyone attempting to sell items that are not homemade or that
were not listed and approved from the original application will be required to remove the items from the booth. Non-compliance in
this important effort will exclude the vendor from participation in future events at Oak Alley, and possibly be removed from the
current Festival.

As always, vendors are not allowed to drive vehicles on the Festival grounds. We again will have our Grounds Crew ready to help
cart (not load and unload) your items to your booth during set-up. Please do not abuse this service! For tear-down, a haul-out fee of
$20.00 per booth will be collected at the end of the Festival. More information will be provided in future mailings to accepted ven-
dors. In the event of rainy weather or wet grounds, our hauling in may be limited. The condition of the grounds are always first
priority .

We are excited about our ever growing Festival. All applications received will be juried on a first come first serve basis, pending
approval from the jury, booths will be assigned accordingly. We do fill up quickly, so don’t wait! If you have any questions, com-
ments or suggestions, please feel free to call me.

Location Electricity

The Festival is held on the grounds of the National
Historic Landmark property of Oak Alley Plantation in
Vacherie, LA. Located just 1 hour from New Orleans or
Baton Rouge, we are located 14 miles off Interstate 10 on
the Great River Road.

Booth Space
Exhibit spaces are 15’ x 15’. Exhibitors MUST confine
themselves, their wares and equipment to their assigned
space. No space may be shared, but one exhibitor may
purchase two spaces or a 5’ extension (where available).
Demonstrations are encouraged but must be confined
within booth space. Every effort will be made to honor
specific location requests.

Extensions
Certain booth spaces are allowed a 5’ extension to the
rear of the booth for an additional cost of $65.00 per
booth. This request and payment must be made at time
of application. If unable to honor your request, you will
receive a refund. Under no circumstances can an
extension be added the weekend of the show.

Fees *NEW! Corner Booths additional $50.00
The charge for a booth is $200.00 or corner booths
$250.00. No commission is charged on sales. The booth fee
isreturned if your application is not accepted. An ac-
cepted application isa commitment to the show and
norefund will be made for cancellations (no excep-
tions). No fee will berefunded due toinclement weather.
Subletting of booth spaceis not allowed.

Electricity is available for an additional charge. Vendors
must provide their own 100 ft. extension cord. “Sharing”
electricity is prohibited. No generators or open flames are
allowed on Festival grounds. Prices (per booth) are as
follows: A $30.00 for 1-110 volt outlet (1 plug-in)

B $40.00 for 1 - 110 volt duplex (2 plug-ins)

C $40.00 for 1-220 volt outlet
Vendors using more amperage than allocated (causing the
breaker totrip) will be required to purchase additional
electricity.

No Deadline

Applications will be juried on a first come first serve

basis and upon approval from the jury, booth spaces will
be assigned. Because of the popularity of the Festival
there will be no deadline. We will fill up quickly, so don't
wait to apply! All applicants not accepted by the jury com-
mittee will receive a full refund.

Motor-Home Accommodations

Vendors in self-contained motor-homes are welcome to
park at nocharge. Exact locations are determined by Oak
Alley staff. Spaces for motor homes needing electricity
(water hook-ups not available) are available but limited.
The feeis $25.00 per night and vendors must bring at
least one 100 ft. extension cord.
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All purveyorsshall berequired, upon acceptance of their application, to submit a certificate of
insurance by February 1, 2009 with a minimum coverage of $100,000.00 General Liability and
Product coverage and will hold Oak Alley Foundation harmless for any claims arising from the
service of food products. The purveyor must agree to abide by all regulations of the Board of Health rela-
tivetothe preparation, storage, handling and serving of foods.

Commercially manufactured (buy/sell) items are strictly prohibited!

Festival hours are from 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. on Saturday, and 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Sunday. Set up time
on Friday, March 27th will be 9:00 a.m. t0 6:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, March 28th.
You must check in at the registration booth prior to setting up to pick up your parking permit, trailer tags
and other information for the weekend.

Gates will open to exhibitors at 7:00 a.m. on Saturday and 7:30 a.m. on Sunday of the Festival. Security will
be provided from 7:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. both Friday and Saturday nights.

Booth fees are $200.00 ($250.00 for a corner booth) and are non-refundable. Booth spaces are 15Cby 15©
Please make checks/money orders payable to OAK ALLEY FOUNDATION. (Please indicate Arts & Crafts
Festival on check or money order). Deposits will not be accepted. Exhibitors must pay in full to secure their
booth. Electricity, booth extensions and motor-home accommodations are available at an additional charge
and must be requested and paid for at the time of application. No changes will be made the weekend of the
Festival.

Each vendor islimited to displaying items from no more than two categories to eliminate cluttered,
unorganized booths. For example, a vendor may wish to sell snack food and ceramic pottery for serving, but
not more than that. Your items must be made by you, not someone else, nor purchased by you then
packaged to be sold as yours.

Thisisan outdoor show. Exhibitors must provide their own shelter, tables, chairs, displays and all
supplies such as tape, scissors etc. We are not a bank and cannot provide cash or change during the Festival.

Two people per booth will be provided name badges in their packets that will serve as admission tothe
Festival that weekend. Additional persons must pay regular admission. A limited special parking area
will be provided for exhibitors. NO DRIVING ON FESTIVAL GROUNDS WILL BE PERMITTED - PLEASE
COME PREPARED.

Exhibitors are responsible for paying state (4%) and parish (3.5%) sales tax. We will supply you with the
proper forms and you are responsible for filing them.

No pets or animals are allowed on grounds.

All applications must be submitted to Oak Alley Foundation for approval. Only snack food items made by the
vendor will be allowed for sale. No food service or advertising will be allowed outside your booth.
Oak Alley Plantation reserves the right to refuse space to applicants for any reason, including not meeting
proper qualifications for festival participation. Refunds of payment will be made only to applicants not ac-
cepted for participation.

Oak Alley Plantation reservestheright to make changesto the booth layout at any time.

A few weeks prior to the Festival, each exhibitor will receive an information packet containing booth assign-
ment, map, promotional literature, hotel listings and set-up and tear-down procedure information.

Sharing electricity and gas-powered generators are strictly prohibited on Festival grounds.

Oak Alley
Plantation holds ® O FAULT®@f your work is not chosen to participate. Oak Alley reservesthe right toremove
unsuitable works at any time, including work NOT listed on application during review or questionable work of
any nature. If thisis the case, your booth fee will not be returned. A completed and accepted application is a
contract to exhibit and abide by all rules and regulations set forth in this application and subsequent naotifica-
tions. By completing this contract, exhibitor agrees to hold Oak Alley Plantation Staff and its volunteers harm-
less for any and all losses, expenses, demands and claims against Oak Alley Plantation, sustained or alleged to
have been sustained in connection with or to have arisen out of or resulting from any activities related to the
Spring 2009 Oak Alley Plantation Arts & Crafts Festival. Exhibitor certifies that the information given istrue
and correct and agrees tothe Festival Information and Rules and Regulations.

An independent anonymous Jury Committee is assembled to review applications. Exhibitors deemed to best
reflect creativity, quality and originality are selected to participate. Selection is made on the basis of applicant’s
COMPLETE description of items and procedures used as well a description of packaging. In an effort to
maintain a balanced show, we reserve the right to limit the number of exhibitors in each category.
